


 
a. Change the autoexec.bat  file to include the following lines 

 
set TOMCAT_HOME= c:\Program Files\Apache Group \Jakarta-tomcat 
set JAVA_HOME="< your Java JDK home directory>" 

 
b. Also in autoexec.bat , add the locations for JDK and Java to your path  command, for 

example: 
 

path=%path%;"c:\javasoft/jre/1.3/bin";"c:\jdk1.3" 
 

c. It may also be necessary to increase the memory space needed to store environment 
variables. To do this, add the following line to your config.sys : 

 
shell=\command.com /E: 2048 /P 

 
The emboldened number above can be increased in 1024 increments if needed. 

 
4. If you are using Windows 2000: 

 
Add 

 
TOMCAT_HOME= c:\Program Files\Apache Group\Jakarta-tomcat 

 
to the system variables. You can find these in START/SETTINGS/CONTROL PANEL. Choose 
SYSTEM, click on the ADVANCED tab followed by ENVIRONMENT VARIABLES and finally 
choose NEW in the lower section titled System Variables. 

 
Variable Name is TOMCAT_HOME 

 
Variable Value is c:\Program Files\Apache Group \Jakarta-tomcat 

 
The default is c:\Program Files\Apache Group\Jakarta-tomcat 

 
5. Open a MS-DOS command prompt window and change directory to c:\Program 

Files\Apache Group  \Jakarta-tomcat\bin . Enter: 

 
tomcat run 

 
This will setup a new .conf  file called tomcat-apache.conf  in c:\Program Files\Apache 
Group  \Jakarta-tomcat\conf . 

 
6. Edit c:\Program Files\Apache Group\Jakarta-tomcat\Conf\tomcat-

apache.conf  and place quotes around the paths referred to in the /examples  and /test  aliases. 

 
7. Change the file attribute of tomcat-apache.conf  to read-only by entering: 

 
attrib tomcat-apache.conf +r
